Caracole House

Caracole House provides afford-
able, comfortable, transitional
housing for single adults living
with HIV/AIDS. The House is a
four-unit apartment building that
accommodates up to eleven indi-
viduals with each resident residing
in his or her own bedroom within a
three-bedroom suite. Food, linen
and household supplies are pro-
vided. In addition, an evening
meal is prepared for community
residents and food is supplied for
other meals. Clients who reside in
Caracole House also receive in-
tensive HIV case management
and referral services.

Caracole Recovery Community

The Caracole Recovery Commu-
nity provides transitional housing
for eleven HIV+, homeless and
chemically dependent adults work-
ing a recovery program. The Re-
covery Community is also a four-
unit apartment building that can
accommodate each resident in his
or her own bedroom within a three
-bedroom suite. In addition to pro-
viding case management services,
the Recovery Community offers
the same 24-hour supportive envi-
ronment as Caracole House, al-
lowing the residents to gain inde-
pendence and recover from addic-
tion.
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To provide safe, affordable housing and supportive services

to individuals and families living with HIV/AIDS.

Shelter Plus Care

Shelter Plus Care, which serves
the largest number of clients
(more than 150 clients, caregivers
and children), is a rent subsidy
program offering a permanent
housing solution for homeless in-
dividuals and families with an
adult member living with HIV/
AIDS. Caracole provides case
management and supportive ser-
vices to help these individuals and
families find and maintain safe
housing, stay together and live as
independently as possible. Shel-
ter Plus Care is partially funded by
the United States Department of
Housing and Urban Development
and the State of Ohio.
